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The Honor Code

To ensure a trustworthy community at Camperdown and for everyone to feel
safe, each student is expected to follow the Honor Code.

1 No lying

When a student violates the Honor Code, he or she makes a choice that hurts
the entire Camperdown community. Therefore, the school has developed a
specific and unique response to Honor Code violations:

1 After the student openly discusses the Honor Code infraction in a private
setting with administration and understands why the behavior is a concern,
the student will make a general apology to the assembled school
community.

Because of our size, the sense of community that envelops our school, and the
emphasis on helping students accept accountability for their actions,
Camperdown is a safe place to face the consequences of a poor choice and to
learn from it.
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Behavior Consequences

We take care to respond to unacceptable behavior firmly and consistently. We
might condemn the behavior, but never the person. We recognize that
everyone makes mistakes and uses bad judgment sometimes. We firmly
believe that making a mistake, breaking a rule, or behaving in an unacceptable
manner does not mark an individual as a bad person. It simply points to an
area where more learning and personal strength is needed.

When disruptive behavior occurs in the classroom, the following steps will be
taken as the behavior continues:

1. Redirection by the teacher

2. A formal warning issued by the teacher

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Dress Code

Boys

The standard dress is a solid color, three-button golf shirt with collar and sleeves and
khaki style pants or shorts with belt loops. Pants must fit at the waist and not sag.
Finished shirts may be worn outside of the pants but cannot be overly long. Shirts with
shirttails must be tucked in with belt worn.

Girls

The standard dress is a solid color, three-button golf shirt with collar and sleeves and
khaki style pants or shorts with belt loops. Pants must fit at the waist and not sag.
Finished shirts may be worn outside of the pants but cannot be overly long. Shirts with
shirttails must be tucked in with belt worn. Girls may wear skirts, jumpers, or skorts that
are no more than three inches above the knee.

Everyone

Outerwear (windbreakers, coats, hats, gloves, etc.) is to be removed and hung in the
student's locker upon entering the school building. These garments are inappropriate for
classroom wear. Solid color zip-up or pullover hooded sweatshirts or fleece "hoodiesOare
allowed during school, but any logo must be smaller that the palm of your hand.

Solid color crew-neck sweaters or solid color button-up cardigans may be worn. A solid
color, dress-code approved collared shirt (polo, rugby, button-up) must be worn
underneath.

Solid color turtlenecks can be worn alone or under a dress-code approved sweater.

Solid color button-down oxford shirts may be worn with one button undone and a white
undershirt underneath for boys or a white, plain camisole (no lace) for girls.

Solid color cargo-style pants may be worn; they must have a flat shape and have buttons
on the back and side pockets. Pockets must be buttoned and empty.

Hair color outside of the Gormal®range is not acceptable. We do not allow unusual hair
coloring or unusually wide Grighlights.6 The administration will make the final decision
as to acceptability. Parents may incur an expense to reverse unacceptable hair coloring.
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
