Practicum  In order to complete training and receive certification, a practicum is required. Trainees 
should consider coursework and practicum as a combination that promotes effective 
teaching. 

●​ 100 hours of supervised lessons will begin following the July course sessions.  
●​ Tutors meet with a student 1:1 at least twice a week throughout practicum. 
●​ Practicum includes 10 observations spread throughout the year.
